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Neumann visits site of new library and resource centre at Claremont Special School

The Federal Member for Blair, Shayne Neumann paid a visit to Claremont Special School to meet with Principal, Trish Thiedeman and to inspect the site for their new library and resource centre, being built as part of the Australian Government’s Building the Education Revolution (BER).

Claremont Special School received $850,000 under the National School Pride (NSP) program and Primary Schools for the 21st Century (P21) element of the BER. 

The BER is a key element of the Australian Government’s $42 billion Nation Building – Economic Stimulus Plan to support jobs, stimulate local economies and invest in important infrastructure for the long term.

“It’s exciting to see the early stages of this building and to hear directly from the principal and staff about just what these new buildings will mean for the school.

“Despite our recent deluge, it was great to see trades people working together with the school staff to deliver this important project,” Mr Neumann said.

With 64 schools in Blair receiving $105m in BER funding, it’s not just the schools that benefit. The projects have supported the employment of many contractors from the building industry.

“This is what we strived to achieve – this is the essence of the Economic Stimulus Plan,’ Mr Neumann said.
