Harlin State School received an additional $50,000 under the National School Pride funding component of the BER, which enabled them to undertake some classroom refurbishments.

“Harlin State School may be located at the top of the Brisbane Valley and have just 38 students, but this Government is committed to ensuring all students have access to state of the art facilities, regardless of where they go to school.

“I want to congratulate the Principal, Mark Wrigley, the schools staff, parents and tradespeople who worked so well together to create such great outcomes.

“This is a school with a rich history of providing education in the Somerset Region for over a century. These facilities show our commitment to build on that heritage and ensure students in this area receive a quality education,” Mr Neumann said.

The $14.1 billion Primary Schools for the 21st Century element is providing funding to over 7900 eligible primary schools in every state and territory for major new infrastructure.

Mr Neumann said the new facilities are not only a benefit to the school, they are supporting stronger social networks and community cohesion.

“The school has plans to make it available for the entire community.

“It is tremendous to be here today to celebrate the opening of these facilities and to witness first hand, the impact this has had on Harlin State School and the local community. 

“I am also delighted that this particular project has supported the employment of many workers from the building industry. This is what we strived to achieve – this is the essence of the Economic Stimulus Plan,” Mr Neumann said.
