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New Science Centre takes technology out of the classroom and into the farm

Shayne Neumann MP, the Federal Member for Blair, today (Saturday 21 May, 2011) opened the new $1,565,000 science centre at Kilcoy State High School.

Mr Neumann said the new facilities united science, technology and agricultural studies in a unique way.

“The Kilcoy State High School’s science centre connects the agricultural areas to the new science and technology areas,” Mr Neumann said.
